Genesis 1:26-28

And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and
over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 27 So
God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and
female created he them. 28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be
fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over
the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth

upon the earth.

Genesis 2:8
And the Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the man whom

he had formed.

Paul speaking to the Corinthians about receiving communion in 1 Corinthians 11:29-35
For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself,
not discerning the Lord's body. 30 For this cause many are weak and sickly among you,
and many sleep. 31 For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. 32 But
when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned
with the world. 33 Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, tarry one for
another. 34 And if any man hunger, let him eat at home; that ye come not together
unto condemnation. And the rest will | set in order when | come.
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Genesis 12:1-3

Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred,
and from thy father's house, unto a land that | will shew thee: 2 And | will make of thee
a great nation, and | will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a
blessing: 3 And | will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in

thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

Exodus 6:3
And | appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God

Almighty, but by my name Jehovah was | not known to them.

Psalm 91:1
He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of

the Almighty.

Hebrews 12:18-29

For ye are not come unto the mount that might be touched, and that burned with fire,
nor unto blackness, and darkness, and tempest, 19 And the sound of a trumpet, and
the voice of words; which voice they that heard intreated that the word should not be
spoken to them any more: 20 (For they could not endure that which was commanded,
And if so much as a beast touch the mountain, it shall be stoned, or thrust through with
a dart: 21 And so terrible was the sight, that Moses said, | exceedingly fear and quake:)
22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly
Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 23 To the general assembly and
church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to
the spirits of just men made perfect, 24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant,
and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel. 25 See that

ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not who refused him that spake on



Hebrews 12:18-29 (continued)

earth, much more shall not we escape, if we turn away from him that speaketh from
heaven: 26 Whose voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying, Yet
once more | shake not the earth only, but also heaven. 27 And this word, Yet once
more, signifieth the removing of those things that are shaken, as of things that are
made, that those things which cannot be shaken may remain. 28 Wherefore we
receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us have grace, whereby we may serve

God acceptably with reverence and godly fear: 29 For our God is a consuming fire.

Speaking of Mary in Luke 1:26-35

And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee,
named Nazareth, 27 To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the
house of David; and the virgin's name was Mary. 28 And the angel came in unto her,
and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou
among women. 29 And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in
her mind what manner of salutation this should be. 30 And the angel said unto her,
Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. 31 And, behold, thou shalt
conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name Jesus. 32 He shall
be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto
him the throne of his father David: 33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for
ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. 34 Then said Mary unto the angel, How
shall this be, seeing | know not a man? 35 And the angel answered and said unto her,
The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow
thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son
of God.



Luke 24:50-54

And he led them out as far as to Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, and blessed them.
51 And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he was parted from them, and carried
up into heaven. 52 And they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy:

53 And were continually in the temple, praising and blessing God. Amen.

Acts 2:1-4

And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one
place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind,
and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 3 And there appeared unto them
cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all filled
with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them

utterance.

Revelation 3:12-13

Him that overcometh will | make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no
more out: and | will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of
my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and
| will write upon him my new name. 13 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit

saith unto the churches.

Jesus said in John 7:37-38
In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man
thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 38 He that believeth on me, as the scripture

hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.



Genesis 2: 9-14

And out of the ground made the Lord God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the
sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of
knowledge of good and evil.10 And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and
from thence it was parted, and became into four heads. 11 The name of the first is
Pison: that is it which compasseth the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold; 12
And the gold of that land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx stone.13 And the
name of the second river is Gihon: the same is it that compasseth the whole land of
Ethiopia. 14 And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is it which goeth toward

the east of Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates.

Revelation 22:1-2

And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the
throne of God and of the Lamb. 2 In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of
the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her

fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.
