Understanding God’s Kingdom &  His authority
Introduction: Jesus is King of Kings & Lord of Lords from eternity to eternity
 “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven…..But seek first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things will be added to you.” – Matthew 6:10, 33

1. God’s plan for Mankind was to rule the earth

Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” – Gen 1:26
2. But  Man lost his dominion and right to rule. (Gen 3)
a) Adam took for granted the God-King’s instruction

b) Fell from grace, lost authority after agreeing with Satan rather than obeyed God

c) Blame God rather than admit sin 

d) Hide from God

3. God’s eternal purpose & plan never changed.


Now the Lord said to Abram, “Go from your country and your kindred and your father’s house to the land that I will show you. And I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and make your name great, so that you will be a blessing. 

– Gen 12:12


...even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ— by grace you have been saved— 6 and raised us up with Him and seated us with Him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, … we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them. – Eph 2:5-10

a) God’s provision to save & restore Man (Eph 2:1-9)
b) God continued to reveal Himself to Man

c) God  displayed the powers of His Word (Law)

d) God visited Man via Jesus

4. God showed us the power of His Kingdom via word, works & legacy of Jesus

· having stripped the principalities and the powers, He made a show of them openly, 

triumphing over them in it. (Col 2:15)

· Then the end will come, when He hands over the Kingdom to God the Father after 

He has destroyed all dominion, authority and power. (1 Cor 15:24)

a) Jesus’ earthly ministry, death & resurrection
b) The lives of His disciples & their impact on the world

c) Disarmed and destroyed Satan & his evil principalities

d) Jesus, King of Kings & Lord of Lords – “On His robe at His thigh was written this 
title: King of all kings and Lord of all lords.” (Rev 19:16)
5. Mindset change needed: 


I appeal to you therefore, brethren, and beg of you in view of [all] the mercies of God, to make a decisive dedication of your bodies [presenting all your members and faculties] as a living sacrifice, holy (devoted, consecrated) and well pleasing to God, which is your reasonable (rational, intelligent) service and spiritual worship.
