Paul: “I know that | am not yet what God wants me to be. | haven’t reached
that GOAL, but | keep moving toward it to make it mine because Christ made
me and saved me for this. | know that | haven’t yet reached my GOAL, but
there’s one thing | always do. Forgetting the past and straining toward what is
ahead, | keep my eyes focused on the GOAL so that | may one day win the
prize that God has called me to receive through Christ in the life above. All of
you who are spiritually mature should think this same way, too.”

Philippians 3:12-15

2. GOALS are statements of faith
“According to your faith will it be done to you.” Matthew 9:29

3. GOALS focus my energy
“l do not run without a goal. | fight like a boxer who is hitting something — not

just the air.” 1 Corinthians 9:26 (NCV)

4. GOALS keep me going
Job: “I do not have the strength to endure. | do not have a GOAL that

ENCOURAGES ME to carry on.” Job 6:11 (NLT)
5. GOALS my character

6. GOOD GOALS will be rewarded
