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The Braisa of R’ Yishmael is taken from the Sifra, Midrash and Vayikra and enunciates
the 13 principles by which the Torah is interpreted. We pray that we fulfill our purposes
in life which is to observe the mitzvoth - each person according to his abilities.
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David, overjoyed at being saved from his enemies, teaches that no matter how
desperate a person feels, ups and downs are part of life. It's a reminder to be humble
and not arrogant.

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There are two parts: We thank Hashem in the morning offering
for the miracle of our survival as a nation.
