1) I am a STAYER, not a quitter. 
 

a) Jesus initiated WITH-HIM principle 

‒ for followers (to observe mentor) 

‒ benefits (Ruth/Naomi, Elijah/Elisha) 
 

(not for quitters, eg Judas, betrayal) 
 

b) Stay to spend time, stay to the end. 

 Stay in sync, stay in tune. 

‒ exposure time needed for teachable / defining moments. 

 

2) I am a Testament / Covenant-keeper. 
 

a) Covenant must be made.  Ruth 1:16  
 

b) Covenant must be renewed.  Psalm 15:4 

 
3)   I am in agreement with my church leader. 

 

a) In core values. 
Vision (purpose to live for) 
Cell life (people to live with) 
Discipleship (principles to live by) 
Spiritual Disciplines (practices to live out) 
Submission to Authority (power to tap on)
