When
conjugated, SE becomes the pronouns: me, te, se, nos,
os, se + the usual conjugation of the verb depending on
whether it finishes in AR, ER or IR.

MANY, MUCH, VERY
When we speak of a large quantity, we use a lot of,
many, much + noun.

In this region there is a lot of coffee (masculine singular)

In this city there are many people (feminine singular)

In Argentina there are many types of meat. (masculine
plural)

In Chile there are many beautiful beaches (feminine
plural)

Remember that we do NOT use many and many plural
with uncountable nouns.
We DO NOT say: many traffic
much traffic

MUCH (in its singular form only) can go after the verb: It
rains a lot, It snows a lot. (In English it translates better to
a lot more than much)

VERY goes before ADJECTIVES exclusively.

Very nice, very big. very cute.

The expressions of time that accompany these verps are
dsually: many times, several times, a couple of
times, sometime, once, never.

| have done homework

To say: Said
We have told the truth.
‘ To Write: Written
« Have they written the letter?

To Come Back: Come Back
| have recently returned from a trip

Break: Broken
Who has broken the vase?

Think of regular participles as the ones ending in -ED in English, and
irregular ones like the ones ending differently: done, written, eaten...
