as des frères ou des sœurs?”

Mathilde: Yes, so  what does this mean? Tu as un 

animal?

Emma: Do you have an animal?

Mathilde: Yes! Tu as un animal à la maison? Do you 

have an animal at home?

Emma:  Ah! So it’s like asking me if I have a pet!

Mathilde: Oui, c’est exactement ça! On va répéter la 

question. Tu as un animal à la maison?

Emma:  So,  let me ask you; tu as un animal à la 

maison?

Mathilde:  Oui, j’ai un chat.  (points to book title) “Le 

chat de Mathilde”.

Emma: Well, I have a goldfish, so, I would say J’ai....

Mathilde: A goldfish is un poisson rouge.

Emma: Un poisson rouge.

Mathilde: J’ai un poisson rouge.

Emma: J’ai un poisson rouge.

Mathilde: C’est dur. J’ai un poisson rouge. Excellent! 

Emma, it’s time for the test!

Emma: I have a dog?

Mathilde: Oui! Number 2: J’adore les poissons 

rouges.

Emma: J’adore les poissons rouges. I love 

goldfish!

Mathilde: Oui! Number 3: I say English, you say 

French! Do you have a pet?

Emma: Tu as un animal à la maison?

Mathilde:  Parfait! C’est tout pour aujourd’hui les amis. 

On a appris beaucoup de mots!

Emma: We hope you’ve enjoyed the show. We’ll 

see you back again soon with more High 

Five French.

Mathilde: A la prochaine!

Emma: Au revoir!

Mathilde: Bye bye!

Both: High Five!
