EVENING:

Evening time starts from right after Asr. One
should say the azkaar even If he gets late.

BENEFITS:

1. To protect yourself from the evil of humans
and jinns, be regular in reading these azkaar.
2. To protect yourself from magic, evil eye,
Jjealousy and satanic influences, be strictly
regular In reading these azkaar.

3. To remove worry and restlessness of the
heart due to a problem, be regular in reading
the azkaar of day and night.
