ADDRESSING TO UNKNOWN PERSON:
TbBI - ty/you, informal, BbBI — vy/you, formal

There are six forms of the Nouns in Russian language.
Many countries in Russian have the ending —51.
In expressions like {1 13 AHI'JIMMU the form of the
Nouns changes from the ending -1 in —-1AM and the
Verb TO BE has no translation in this sentence.

PLURAL - more than one
