MATERIALS IN A NUT SHELL: 

o Acrylic paint (colors of your choice!) 

o Assortment of brushes  

o Mod Podge (“Make Your Own” recipe below) 

o Tissue Paper (4-8 Colors) 

o Scissors, Pencil, Empty yogurt container 

o Cup of water, paper towel, & painting pallet  

o Drop cloth (optional) 

o Scratching Tools (tooth picks, bamboo skewers, etc) 

o Canvas Board (to create collage on) 

A WORD ABOUT MATERIALS: 

ACRYLIC PAINTS 

Generally speaking, the more you spend the higher quality of paints you get. 

To start get what’s most affordable. Variety packs of 10-15 small tubes of 

paints are great to start exploring with! 

 

DROP CLOTHS 

Painters tarps, an old bed sheet, extra plastic, whatever is at your disposal! 

 

CANVAS BOARD 

Stretched canvas, a piece of wood, or cardboard could work as well.  Painting paper 

or thick drawing paper could also work (make sure to tape down your paper until 

your art work is dry to avoid the paper curling!)
