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Participants must earn an overall Pass grade for their coursework in order to receive
either 12 CTLE credits or 1 P-credit (also receives 12 CTLE credits).

In order to earn an overall Pass grade for their coursework, participants must earn both a
Pass grade for course participation and for their final assignment. Grades will be issued
according to the grading rubrics.

Receiving a Fail grade for either component will result in receiving an overall Fail grade
for the course.

Participants may re-submit or re-do their work in order to receive a Pass grade.
