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+ Zentangle® tile or hot pressed watercolor square paper tile 4x4 inches

- Micron PN inking pen (plastic nib to avoid clogging)

- White gel pen

+ Black colored pencil

- White colored pencil (I use prismacolor)

- Water-brush

+ Colored pencils in matching colors — choose also darker colors for shading.
+ Water-soluble brush pens in FIVE colors (orange, green, blue, turquoise and
purple). | use Koi, Tombow, Tim Holtz.
