TREAT GOD'S WORD AS A TO ME!
“The Lord says: ‘My people, | promise to give you my Spirit and my Word.
These will be my gifts to you and your families forever.” - Isaiah 59:21 (CEV)

“Every GOOD GIFT and every PERFECT PRESENT comes from God our
Father above, who created all the lights in the heavens. But unlike those lights
that create shifting shadows, God NEVER CHANGES.

5 ASPECTS OF GOD’S GIFT
1. God’s Word is good: “a GOOD gift”

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God’s Word is : “God chose to
GIVE US LIFE by giving us his WORD.”

ACCEPT WHATEVER GOD SAYS
