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Type and titles and tracking, oh my! In the second part of this three part lesson, I'll share with
you one of my secret recipes for creating a trendy title cloud. Use the recipe over and over
again to create an endless number of variations. Begin in Expert Mode of Photoshop
Elements by opening the document that you ended with in lesson 12 Part 1. And then, press
the letter D to reset the Color Chips to the default of black over white.

Let's first take a close up look at my Title Cloud Recipe, then I'll show you how to apply that
recipe to your scrapbook page. Take a look at the four parts. Each one starts with a
description for a specific style of font, but notice that they all start with the word Classic,
where Classic means to try and steer clear of anything that's weird. Two of the recipe parts
call for a script font, but one is a short script, which means the letters are vertically short, and
one is for a tall script, which means the letters are vertically tall. I've provided examples for
each recipe part directly under its description. The examples are the actual names of the
fonts that I'm using for my scrapbook page. For examples of additional fonts that you can
find to fit these four descriptions for free on the web, consult the manual. Also, notice that
three of the recipe parts here call for a word typed in all lowercase, where only one of the
parts should be typed in all uppercase. And finally, the color of the recipe parts is split 50/50,
where half should be given a light color and half should be given a dark color. So, let's take a



look at how this recipe plays out on our scrapbook page.

To begin your title word cloud, in the Layers panel, first click on the Circular Typed Overlay
group to activate it. I'm activating this group because it's the top most group that does not
have a drop shadow applied to it. These three groups here are meant to act as overlays,
therefore, our title can go directly above these three groups. Get the Horizontal Type Tool, and
in the Tool Options, open the Font Picker, and following the recipe, I'll first search for a classic
short script font. Carlota Regular is my favorite font in this category, so I'll choose that font. I'll
set the Size to 50 points. Set the Leading to Auto and set the Tracking to 0. If you don't have
the tracking option in your version of Photoshop Elements, no problem, I'll show you what to
do for part three of the recipe a little later in this video. Next, click on the Color Chip to open
the color choices and then click on the color wheel to open the Color Picker. The first part of
this recipe calls for a light font, so I'll click on the document on the background paper to
sample a color, and then in the Color Picker, choose a much lighter shade of that color, and
then click OK. For the parts of the recipe that call for a darker shade, you would simply click
on a darker shade in the Color Picker and then click OK. The alignment of this font doesn't
matter, so I'll close the Tool Options. And then holding down the Shift key, click on the
document to place the cursor and then type a word. I'll type "adventurous" and then click the
checkmark to commit. With the Move Tool, and in the Tool Options Auto Select unchecked,
click and drag on the document to move the word into place below the title. And then, I'll
lower the opacity of this layer in order to blend it in better with the background. I'll set the
Opacity down to around 60%.

Continue to follow the title cloud recipe to add three more words to your scrapbook page.
Here's how my titles correspond to the parts of that recipe. With the exception of the
typewriter font for part two, all three of the words in the title cloud have a Tracking setting of
0. To add variation, the typewriter font has a high tracking setting. I set mine to 220. The
tracking setting will put additional space between the letters of the word. If your version of
Photoshop Elements does not contain tracking, I recommend simply putting an extra space
between each letter of the word.

When arranging the words on your scrapbook page here are a few tips. First of all, vary the
vertical position of the words, where the base of each word is at a different vertical point on
the page. Also, you should try to vary the horizontal position of the words, where the
beginning of each letter is at a different horizontal point on the page. And finally, following the
recipe, you should have two light colored words and two dark colored words. You'll want to
vary the position of those as well, where the light ones and the dark ones are catty corner
from each other.

Okay, so when your title cloud is finished, you'll want to create a group. In the Layers panel,
click on the top word of the title cloud to activate it. Then holding down the Shift key, click on
the bottom word of the title cloud. Now all four words should be active. Then in the Layers
panel, click on the Create a New Group icon and rename the group, Trendy Title Cloud. So
that's how to create a title cloud for your mastery to scrapbook page. This has been Jen
White with Digital Scrapbooking Mastery.
