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On Chanukah and Purim add the following special “Thanks”: (If you forgot, see Appendix 12:7)

Tp7en Yy oo Yy ()—(We also
thank You) for our miraculous
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which You allowed us to emerge victorious) that You performed for our ancestors in

rescue; for the mighty acts and
victories; and for the battles (from

those days at this season.

On Chanukah: mnan  ma—In
the days of the Kohen Gadol
Matisyahu the Chashmonai and
his children, the despotic Syrian-
Greek empire rose up against Your
people (Bnei Yisrael), to try to
make them forget Your Torah and
abandon the Torah way of life. But
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You, in Your great mercy, stood by
the Torah-true Jews in their time
of distress and championed their
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avenged the wrongs done to them.
You made the weak and few (army
of the Chashmonaim) victorious
over the stronger and more numerous (Greek army). You made the Jews who had
remained pure from the immorality of the Greek culture (o"21w); and who had
remained righteous and loyal to Torah standards (o'p=7¥); and who remained
diligent in the study of Torah (30710 *pYIY) —victorious over the Jews who had
taken the side of the Greeks and adopted the immorality of Greek culture (nxnv
and o'yyn) and deliberately tried to eradicate Torah study (ov). All the world
recognized Your power and greatness, and You brought about a great liberating
victory for Your nation. Then Your children cleaned up and purified the Beis
Hamikdash and lit the Menorah and instituted these eight days of Chanukah for
giving thanks and praise to You.
